Dear Clients: 
A winter draws to a close, its time to start thinking about spring, and green lawns again.  For mowing customers, spring cleanups will begin around the 21st of March, if weather permits. This will include blowing out bushes, fence lines etc., and remove any remaining leaves.  All scheduled cleanups should be done by March 31.  Regular mowing will start after April 1.  After the season starts, your lawn will usually be mowed on the same day of the week, each week.  Please make sure your lawn is not being watered on this day.  Also, if you have dogs, please have the yard cleaned up on your scheduled mowing day to avoid extra charges.
Below is the approximate fertilizing schedule for this year:



Step 1
Pre-emergent/fertilizer I

April 11


Step 2
Pre-emergent/fertilizer II

May 23


Step 3
Insecticide/fertilizer

June 20


Step 4
Summer fertilizer


August 22 or as the weather cools



Step 5
Winter fertilizer


October 24


Weed control as necessary
All fertilizer applications are granular, professional products.  They do not need immediate watering, but should be watered in as soon as possible and before the next mowing.

Aerating your yard this spring would be an excellent idea.  This will help loosen the soil to allow better penetration of water and fertilizer this year.  For highly compacted lawns, a second aerating service in early fall would also be a good idea.  The cost for aerating is about the same as a fertilizer application.  Refer a neighbor to have their lawn aerated while I’m doing yours and receive a $5.00 credit on your bill.  This service needs to be scheduled and completed before the first fertilizer is applied (April 11).  If you would like yours done in the fall that would be after September 1.
Mulching your flower beds will reduce the amount of water needed this summer.  Usually about 3”-4” of mulch is ideal for moister retention and plant health.  Call me for pricing.

In addition to all of your lawn care needs, we also install custom, low-voltage landscape lighting, retaining walls, landscape beds, perennial plants and grasses, and water gardens including ponds, streams, and waterfalls.  Call us to make your home truly unique.

Billing:
Invoices will be sent at the end of the month for all work done that month.  These are due by the 10th of the following month.  After the 10th, invoices are considered late.
